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As always, | like to share the deep traditions and meaning of our Church. As we begin
the season of Lenten. What does it mean for us as Catholics and what are we to follow?
Are your families preparing for Lenten?

Here is more information regarding what is so important for us as Catholics to

Have you ever wondered what people are talking about when they say they’re giving
something up for Lent? Do you want to understand what Lent is and how it relates to Easter?

Lent is the 40 days (not including Sundays) from Ash Wednesday to the Saturday before
Easter. Lent is often described as a time of preparation and an opportunity to go deeper with
God. This means that it’'s a time for personal reflection that prepares people’s hearts and
minds for Good Friday and Easter.

What Are the Key Days During Lent?

Ash Wednesday is the first day of Lent. You may have noticed people with a smudged, black
cross on their foreheads. Those are ashes from the Ash Wednesday service. The ashes
symbolize our grief for the things we’ve done wrong and the resulting division of imperfect
people from a perfect God.

Maundy Thursday is the day before Good Friday. It commemorates the night before Jesus
died, when He shared the Passover meal with His closest friends and followers.

Good Friday is the day Christians remember Jesus’ death. The “Good” reflects how Jesus’
death was a sacrifice on our behalf so we can receive God’s forgiveness for our wrongs, or
sins.

Easter Sunday is the joyful celebration of Jesus rising from the dead to give us the
opportunity of eternal life. While people still die, Jesus made the way for people to have a
relationship with God in this life and to spend eternity with Him in heaven.

What Happens During Lent and Why?

The three main things people focus on during Lent are prayer, fasting (abstaining from
something to reduce distractions and focus more on God) and giving, or charity.

Prayer during Lent focuses on our need for God’s forgiveness. It’s also about repenting
(turning away from our sins) and receiving God’s mercy and love.

Fasting, or giving something up, is a very common practice during Lent. The idea is that
giving up something that’s a regular part of life, like eating dessert or scrolling through
Facebook, can be a reminder of Jesus’ sacrifice. That time can also be replaced with more
time connecting with God.

Giving money or doing something good for others is a way to respond to God’s grace,
generosity and love. For example, some people spend time volunteering or donate money
they would normally use to buy something, like their morning coffee.

It's important to note that doing these things can never make us earn or deserve Jesus’
sacrifice or a relationship with God. People are flawed and will never be good enough for a
perfect God. Only Jesus has the power to rescue us from ourselves.

Jesus sacrificed Himself on Good Friday to bear the punishment for all our wrongdoings and
offer us forgiveness. He was raised from the dead-on Easter Sunday to give us an opportunity
to have a relationship with God for eternity.

Spending time during Lent praying, fasting and giving can make Jesus’ sacrifice on Good
Friday and His resurrection on Easter even more meaningful.

A good person out of the store of goodness in his heart produces good; for from the fullness of the heart the
mouth speaks

Today, on this second Sunday of Lent, the Gospel reading we hear in the Liturgy of the Word at Mass tells the
story of the Transfiguration of Jesus.

To a Jewish audience this story echoes of Moses in the Book of Exodus, where Moses comes down from Mount
Sinai with the two tablets of the commandments in his hands, and "[Moses] did not know that the skin of his face
had become radiant while he conversed with the LORD" (Ex 34:29). Here, in Mark's Gospel, we encounter what
Matthew also recorded in his depiction of the Transfiguration event, "Jesus was transfigured before them; his
face shone like the sun and his clothes became white as light" (cf. Mt 17:2). Jesus, joined by Peter, James, and
John, encounters the law and the prophets of the Old Testament when then "Elijah appeared to them along with
Moses, and they were conversing with Jesus" (Mk 9:4).

Today, as we enter the second week of Lent, we are reminded and given a glimpse of the glory to come in the
Resurrection of Jesus Christ. We are encouraged to call to mind what glory awaits for those who abide in the
Lord. Jesus is the fulfillment of the Law and the Prophets. As we approach Easter we will find this promise
fulfilled as he establishes his New Covenant

Let us continue on our Lenten journey; let us open our hearts to Jesus and encounter him in the Holy Scriptures;
let us encounter him face-to-face as we receive him in the Eucharist in the Mass. Blessed are we indeed who
are called to the Supper of the Lamb!

GOSPEL REFLECTIONS

LISTEN: This is my beloved Son.
A reading from the holy Gospel according to Mark 9:2-10

Jesus took Peter, James, and John and led them up a high mountain apart by themselves.
And he was transfigured before them, and his clothes became dazzling white, such as no
fuller on earth could bleach them. Then Elijah appeared to them along with Moses, and they
were conversing with Jesus. Then Peter said to Jesus in reply, “Rabbi, it is good that we are
here! Let us make three tents: one for you, one for Moses, and one for Elijah.” He hardly
knew what to say, they were so terrified. Then a cloud came, casting a shadow over them;
from the cloud came a voice, “This is my beloved Son. Listen to him.” Suddenly, looking
around, they no longer saw anyone but Jesus alone with them.

As they were coming down from the mountain, he charged them not to relate what they had
seen to anyone, except when the Son of Man had risen from the dead. So they kept the
matter to themselves, questioning what rising from the dead meant.

The Gospel of the Lord

REFLECTION:

Friends, today’s Gospel presents the Transfiguration of Christ. What is the Transfiguration
itself? Mark speaks literally of a metamorphosis, a going beyond the form that he had. If | can
use Paul’s language, it is “the knowledge of the glory of God on the face of Jesus Christ.” In
and through his humble humanity, his divinity shines forth. The proximity of his divinity in no
way compromises the integrity of his humanity, but rather makes it shine in greater beauty.
This is the New Testament version of the burning bush.

The Jesus who is both divine and human is the Jesus who is evangelically compelling. If he is
only divine, then he doesn’t touch us; if he is only human, he can’t save us. His splendor
consists in the coming together of the two natures, without mixing, mingling, or confusion.

This same Jesus then accompanies his disciples back down the mountain and walks with
them in the ordinary rhythms of their lives. This is the Christ who wants to reign as Lord of our



lives in every detail. If we forget about this dimension, then Jesus becomes a distant memory,
a figure from the past.

Reflect: How does the reality of the Transfiguration and the Resurrection give you hope?

When they were alone on the mountain, Jesus' appearance began to
change and his clothes became dazzling white and shone as bright as the sun. Then Elijah

and Moses appeared and began talking to Jesus.

The disciples became very excited, but as you can imagine, they were also a little bit afraid.
As usual, Peter was the first to speak. He told Jesus that they should stay up there on the
mountain and build three tabernacles. One for Jesus, one for Moses, and one for Elijah.
Suddenly, a cloud appeared, and the voice of God came from the cloud saying, "This is my
Son, whom | love. Listen to him!" Then Moses and Elijah disappeared, and the disciples

were alone again with Jesus.

You and | may never have an experience on the mountain top like the one that Peter, James,
and John had, but we can "Climb Sunshine Mountain" if we will stay close to Jesus and walk

with him each and every day.
