| is by this action that his disciples will recognize him after his
Resurrection,and it is this expression that the first Christians will use to
designate their Eucharistic assemblies; by doing so they signified that all
I who eat the one broken bread, Christ, enter into communion with him and
| form but one body in him.” (CCC1329)
This week during the Mass, pay particular attention to the moment when
I the bread is broken. What do you see when the bread is broken? Do you
| see the broken body of the Crucified One who died to bring us back to the
| Father? Do you see the Risen One who overcame the power of death and
who has opened the gates of Heaven to you?

Via Lucis: Way of the Light!

The Stations of the Light is a spiritual journey with Christ that takes one
through fourteen of the most inspiring events of His post-Resurrection life
on earth. In the early Church this practice was known as the Via Lucis, or
Way of the Resurrection. It invites participants to walk along a path of
transforming joy by following in the footsteps of the Risen Christ and his

friends.

The Via Lucis was first blessed on Easter Sunday, 1994, in Turin, Italy, the
birthplace of St. John Bosco, founder of the Society of St. Francis de Sales
(Salesians). It formally became a Roman Catholic devotion, however, at
the end of the twentieth century when the Vatican was preparing the

Jubilee Year.

During this “Year of Prayer” in preparation for next year’s Jubilee, this

Easter Season is a wonderful time to pray with this devotion.
